Feast of the Conversation of Paul, 
Apostle – January 25 

 

Paul (born, c.10, died, c.65) was 

the most prominent Christian 

missionary of the early church. 

Paul was born as Saul (his Jewish 

name) at Tarsus in Cilicia 

(modern Turkey, Acts 21:39), of 

a father who was a Roman 

citizen. Saul was a student of the 

Law, and a tent-maker by trade. 

He was a Pharisee who hated and 

persecuted Christians as heretical, even assisting at the 

stoning of Saint Stephen the Martyr. On his way to arrest 

Christians in Damascus, Paul experienced a vision of the 

risen Lord who told him that in persecuting Christians, he 

was persecuting Christ (Acts 9:3-5; note: nothing is said that 

Paul was riding a horse). The Lord then commissioned him 

to preach the Gospel. The experience had a profound 

spiritual effect on him, bringing about his conversion to 

Christianity. He was baptized, using his Roman name Paul to 

reflect his new vocation, and began traveling and preaching 

as an Apostle to the Gentiles (Romans 11:13, Galatians 2:8). 

Paul embarked on three missionary journeys, founding 

churches in many areas, and writing letters to encourage and 

correct those struggling communities. In the year 57 Paul 

was arrested and sent to Rome where he was imprisoned and 

beheaded during the Emperor Nero's persecution of 

Christians (67-68 CE). (According to Clement of Rome, Paul 

was released before this and evangelized in Spain and 

elsewhere). Paul is interred in the Basilica of Saint Paul 

Outside the Walls in Rome. ñFor through the law I died to 

the law, so that I might live to God. I have been crucified 

with Christ; and it is no longer I who live, but it is Christ 

who lives in me. And the life I now live in the flesh I live by 

faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave himself for 

meò [Gal 2:19-20].

Faith Formation 

Would you Drop Everything & Follow? 
 

Todayôs Gospel describes how Jesus called his first 

disciples and the immediacy with which these men 

dropped everything to follow him. We can only begin to 

imagine what Jesusô presence must have been like to 

invoke such a response in these first disciples. While a 

few of us might relate to such a radical conversion, 

many of us would find such a sudden change in 

ourselves or in another person unsettling. There are few 

things for which we would willingly drop everything. 

And yet this is the immediacy with which these first 

disciples responded to Jesus. These first disciples were 

willing to drop everything in order to make Jesus and 

the Kingdom of God the most important things in their 

lives. 
 

Gather as a family and talk about circumstances in 

which you have had to ñdrop everything.ò (the call to 

pick up a sick child from school, the cry of a hurt or 

angry child) How did you feel about having to change 

your plans in each of these situations? How do we feel 

when someone asks us to drop everything to help him 

or her? For many of us, it is not easy to drop everything 

to respond to the needs of another. 
 

Read todayôs Gospel, Mark 1:14ï20. Invite your family 

to imagine what Jesusô presence and invitation to these 

first followers must have been like that they responded 

by leaving their livelihood to become his disciples. 

How might our life change if we understood the 

Kingdom of God to be as important and immediate in 

our lives? Ask God to help you experience the 

Kingdom of God with such immediacy. Pray together 

the Lordôs Prayer.
